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How Can I Help?

1. Vote Libertarian, in every race, in every election. The Libertarian Party ( http://lp.org ), the Party of Principle, is the only one dedicated to the Non-Aggression Principle. All other parties work to violate your rights in various ways. Don’t fall for the “wasted vote” argument – if you want change, but you continue to vote for the Republicans and Democrats and the other faces of the More Government Party, that is wasting your vote. Voting for the lesser evil is still a vote for evil. Vote for what you want – freedom – Vote Libertarian. This will help the secession movement (because libertarians always support the right to secede, even if their platform doesn’t say so) and will also help alleviate the reasons for the need to secede in the first place (Big Government). First, check the Libertarian Party box on the ballot. Then, look at the few races with no Libertarian running, and vote for any 3rd party or independent; if there are none, then at least vote against the incumbent if you know who that is – except always vote for Congressman Dr. Ron Paul if you can.
